America is a very large country that consists of 50 smaller states.  I personally live in the state of Wisconsin which is a state in the northern part of the United States of America.  Obviously it is usually very cold in Wisconsin especially during the winter.  Since it is so big, the United States contains many different types of natural formations such as mountains (The Rocky Mountains, Appalachians, etc), lakes (Salt Lake, Lake Michigan, etc), and rivers (Mississippi River, Missouri River, etc).

Next year is my 12th year, so I will be graduating next year and going to college.  We have school until the end of May and we have 3 months of summer vacation.  But of course, our school days last until 3 o’clock.  After school, some people have extracurricular activities (sports, debate, etc), others have jobs, and everybody has homework.
