Life in America
Life in America is different from that in Germany.  First, the eating habits are different.  We don´t have a break in mid-morning for a snack, we only have lunch around noon.  Our lunch is also smaller than our supper most of the time.


Second, many Americans don´t close doors behind them.  Instead, many of the doors in the house are left open most of the day.


Third, stores in America close later than stores in Germany.  Most stores in America stay open until 9 or 10 o´clock at night.  Lots of Americans stay up this late and go shopping.  There are also a few stores in America that stay open all 24 hours of the day.


Fourth, Americans use cars more than Germans to get to places.  Many American families have at least 2 cars that they use on a daily basis.  Americans use cars to go to many places where most Germans would take the bus, ride a bike or walk.  Germans also use bikes a great deal more than Americans.  Most people in America don´t take their bike to work or to school.


Fifth, American families usually have 2 or 3 televisions, and they watch television a great deal more than Germans.  Most Americans watch television several hours a day.  Television isn´t the only thing Americans use to occupy their time.  Americans also use computers for both play and work as well as many video game systems.
